MEMORIALS AND MUSEUMS
IN THE BATTLEFIELDS

One hundred seventy five years ago a literary man Makarov M.N. wrote: «Time will
pass but Kulikovo field will not be steppe any more. It may be as famous as Tula or any
other city. Monumei:t-lovers will come here and standing on the dust of the brave, they will
remember the latter. Here in the Kulikovo field among marble one can find lots of
reminiscences that are not to be forgotten». He visited the scene of the battle in 1826,
long before the monument has been created. Makarov could see the field in its primitive
form. His words contain the main emotional principle of perception of battlefields as
historical objects. But for them history would present only dusty volumes standing on the
shelves of the libraries.

Memorialization of battlefields as a Kind of activity connected with perpetuating social
and cultural memory of heroic events of the national history presents examples of different
combinations that depend both upon historical and social factors and are connected with
the peculiarities of cultural development and social organization of this or that country or
nation. Nevertheless one can single out several ways of keeping the memory of our
military and historical past. At early stages memorialization of the battlefields had two
trends: civil and religious.

The first trend is connected with a complex of sources of collective memory by means
of adding new information into it. In this wide definition an important place is given not only
to socio-publistic activity but to memorialization of the scene of action by means
of celebrating anniversaries, placing monuments and obelisks direct at the scenes
of battles.

The second trend is connected with the most ancient way of keeping the memory of
historical events. It belongs to the time when religious consciousness was prevailing in the
sphere of world outlook and attitude. A well known Christian tendency a cross-a chapel-a
temple and devotions connected with commemoration of the participants of the events
define and supplement civil memorialization.

Beginning with the second half of the XIXth century and especially in the XXth century
memorialization of military and historical events was supplemented with new matter and
form. That is creating museums, reserves, and national parks at the scenes of battles.
They are to be accumulation centers of our memory. Triune formula «research,
preservation, propaganda» presents a museum as a united, many-sided and complex
constitution that exists and develops as a guarantor of keeping history in all its display.
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Great experience gained by the museums during their activity presents good help for
organizing the activity of younger museums of the type. Informative exchange and close
contacts of the museums of battlefields let us upgrade and coordinate the problems of
military and historical heritage activity. It was important to create the Association of
battlefields of Russia and the International declaration of memorials situated in the fields
of action. It was signed in September 5—10, 1997, with the State military and historical
reserve museum of Borodino as the organizer.

An important event in future development of coordination of the activity and exchange
of the experience of the museums was running the International Congress «Kulikovo field
among the battlefields of Europe». Research and museum organizations from Russia, the
Ukraine, Byelorussia, Poland and Bulgaria met in Moscow and discussed the problems of
their activity connected with military and historical events of the past, their research,
keeping the monuments and territories, different forms of work and propaganda of our
heroic past as an important source of patriotic upbringing.

The organizers and participants of the Congress think it necessary to hold such
meetings in future. It is planned to arrange the next meeting in 2002. The organizers of the
Congress «Kulikova field among the battlefields of Europe» hope that a new meeting will
attract more participants and increase the number of questions discussed. The works
presented in the collection illustrate the importance of the work of the kind.
