Though paradoxial it may seem, it was militaries, not peaceful populace, who
had more chances to survive. Only the daily allowance helped the Gypsy woman
L. Emelyanova to survive, while almost all her family died. The author describes
the tragic story of E. Bogdanova, whose baby had died of starvation, and she
herself was taken for a dead and removed by corpse collectors. The young Gypsy
was saved by doctors on the stage of extreme atrophy and survived due to air
defense enrollment.

The Gypsies from artistic families became singers in battlefield concert
brigades or joined the regular army. The chapter offers the biographies of
fighting men: K. Martsinkevich, A. Grachev, G. Abaurov, Kozlov brothers,
G. Grokhovski, G. Abaurov. The latter was a tankman (and after the war he
became a deputy rector at a university). The story of A. Baurov, who studied
before the war at Electronic Technical Academy and at the same time worked as
a guitarist at a Gypsy band, is quite unique. On the eighth day of the war he went
to the front line, was wounded twice. A. Baurov was awarded with an Alexander
Nevsky military medal and other decorations. After the war he took part in first
Soviet missiles' testing. He was discharged as a half colonel.

Chapter 6. Gypsy women of the war time.

During the war the Soviet system was concerned about "moral and political
unity". Thousands of agitprops, political advisers and artists worked over the
strengthening of the confidence in victory. But millions of Soviet women were
worrying daily, if their husband, brother or son will come back from the battlefield
alive. Only two sources could give such hope: the church and the Gypsy fortune-tellers.
Women went to the church or to a fortuneteller, hoping to find relief. The author
describes this collision. He also emphasizes that Gypsy women, who becalmed Russian
wives and mothers, had the same problems. Their men were also fighting with the enemy.

But the role of Gypsy women during the war did not add up to mere "mental
healing". Many of them dug tank-cuts, worked at factories (including military plants).
Those of them who had a medical education were mobilized. They served as nurses.
The author lists the names of women who were wounded or killed.

The chapter tells about the young Gypsy women (mostly from urban families),
who decided to take up arms. Before telling their stories, the author restores (through
interviews) their psychological condition. The book contains the biographies of
M. Bobrova, T. Timchenkova, M. Voronova. The most detailed is the story of
Margarita Ivanova, a circus actress, daughter of a repressed father. This Moscow
Gypsy volunteered to join the army and served in difficult conditions in anti-aircraft
artillery. Also there is the story about four Gypsy women, who killed sadist guards in
nazi’s death camp. The females Klasha Ivanova, Anyuta Tsekhovich, Roza Timofej
and Lisa Papas were ececuted by hanging.

Chapter 7. Art world.

The chapter starts with a historical trip, showing the life of Gypsy vocal bands
before and after the revolution. After the German attack many of the actors joined the
battlefront bands. Soviet administrative authority was concerned about the "cultural
support”" of the army. Gypsy performances were held at the front-line, as well as in
hospitals. Here the author quotes the recollections of Alexandra Buzylyova. In the
beginning of the war the 12-years-old girl was allocated to a military plant according
to the labor mobilization. Then she joined a Gypsy band, became a soloist and
concerted in the regular army. Her memories help to reconstruct many important
details about the life of Gypsy singers at that time.

N. Bessonov describes the touring activity of a Gypsy circus group headed by
A. Pankov and Y. Bresler, but specifically emphasizes the story of the "Romen"
theater. On documentary grounds he writes about its performance at the front-line
and the financial contribution of the young artists to defense purposes. The young
men of the "Romen" theater joined the regular army and fought. Some were
wounded and even killed. The author mentions such names as V.Baronchesku,
N.Lutsenko, G. Silnitski and S.Zolotaryov. The chapter conveys also some other
stories about Gypsy actors that joined the army: Nikolai Shishkov (he was deported
in Siberia when he was a kid) was a machine-gunner, was wounded repeatedly,
and later - decorated for heroism. Actor V. Belyakov became a sniper that liquidated
51 occupiers. Klimashenko brothers, who lost many kin during the Nazi massacre at
Babiy Yar, also joined the regular army. Bear trainer Nikolai Ivanov fought all the way
through from Moscow to Berlin.

After the war the "Romen" theater was staging plays about the genocide and
the Gypsies' struggle against fascism. Using the theater archive and the artists'
recollections, N. Bessonov tells about their performances and analyzes their ideology.

Chapter 8. Partisan Movement.

On the occupied USSR’s territory (especially in Slavic republics) there was
a large-scale Partisan movement. Gypsies were among its participants. The ways that
brought them there were quite various. Many escaped in the woods, hoping to avoid
the genocide (e. g. the Kozlovskiys from Smolensk and the Akulovs and Borovoys
from Belarus). There were also volunteers, who joined the partisan’s groups units long
before the executions. For instance, a young Gypsy Ivan Akhtamov was forced by his
patriotic feelings. His story is described in the first part of the chapter. And finally,
there was a mobilization practice. Partisans took away young men of a military age.
Here the author brings out the example of Pyotr Golovatskiy, a demolition specialist.

Germans didn't view partisans as equipollent rivals. Should any of them get
caught, further went tortures and a painful execution. The author writes about
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the young Gypsy woman Pola Morazevskaya, who was captured during the recon-
naissance and further burned together with her baby. N. Bessonov recollects about
the psychological reasons for such cruelty and stresses the fundamental difference
between the Nazi occupation of the USSR and the following occupation of Germany.

Describing the lives of Gypsy warriors, the author uses narrative and literary
sources (namely, fragments of military memoirs). The struggle against the occupants
took various forms. Settled Gypsies hid partisans, supplied them with provisions.
A Gypsy boy Petya Shekerov was an undergrounder (after the war he became a
historian, publicist and writer). N. Bessonov mentions that even children did what
they could to support the resistance. Fedya Klimovich performed sabotages at the
railway. Tonya Kolovskaya participated in surveillance patrols. Dima Akulov died
while looking for food for partisans. His sister Lyuba was a reconnoiter etc.

Chapter 9. The lifelines of the Gypsy soldiers.

The author found that many Gypsy families still keep military cards, war
pictures, etc. Unfortunately, this source contracts due to the deaths of veterans,
emigrations and the traditionally careless attitude to documents. N. Bessonov
states that it is very important at least to gather the available information, because
in 10-20 years it will be much harder to find out the names of many vets. In the
closing chapter he brings out the information about the Gypsy soldiers, even
though sometimes the information can be incomplete (no birth date). The details
were gathered by the author during his trips to Kiev, Arzamas, Volgograd,
Smolensk, Dnepropetrovsk and other Russian and Ukrainian cities. He stresses
that the mentioned biographies convey only a small part of the whole picture, and
should the regular investigations be provided, the overall heroism of Gypsies
would find its reflection in literature.

In the middle of the chapter N. Bessonov shares his methodology and reminds
that he treated narrative sources very carefully, rather detracting than exaggerating.
The author avoided all doubtful stories. He also mentions the valuable help of
Gypsy organizations and colleagues who sent him interview records and copies of
documents. It's noteworthy that on the occasion of the 60th anniversary of victory
the national press started to publish veterans' biographies, which turned out to
be quite helpful. The biggest deserts in this noble activity belong to "Romani Yag".

It's not fair to say that the Soviet art ignored the role of Gypsies in the warfare.
The book by A. Kalinin "Lipiran" [Gypsy man] about a former battlefront reconnoiter
Budulaj, as well as its further film version, were very popular in the USSR.
Veterans had no doubts in the genuineness of the main hero image, since they also
had Gypsies among them when they fought. N. Bessonov tells about the Gypsy
Ischenko, who served as a counterpart fot the writer A.Kalinin, and adds some
information about other Gypsy reconnoiters.
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It seems that the Gypsies' position during the toughest time was worthily eval-
uated on a ministerial level. After the victory (and until the 1956 year decree)
Gypsies were free to choose between the nomadic and settled lifestyle. Moreover,
political repressions against them were also stopped. After the war Gypsies were
no more subject to deportations or groundless detention. It's important, that in
other directions the Stalin’s repressive machine was still working.

In the final part of the chapter the author appeals to those who are interested in
the Gypsy history, to send him all the available information regarding the genocide
and the warfare participants, promising to do his best in publishing those.
